Frontal impact: the protection offered to the driver’s and passenger’s head and neck was good. Driver’s chest
showed marginal protection and passenger’s chest showed good protection. Driver’s and passenger’s knees
showed marginal protection as they can impact dangerous structures behind the fascia. Driver’s tibias showed
adequate protection and passenger’s tibias showed good and adequate protection. Footwell area was rated as
unstable. The bodyshell was rated as unstable and it is not capable of withstanding further loadings.

Side impact: head, pelvis and abdomen showed good protection while chest showed adequate protection.

Side pole impact: curtain airbags are standard and meet the fitment requirements showing good protection to the
head and pelvis, marginal protection to the chest and adequate protection to the abdomen.

ESC is fitted as standard and the performance shown in the test was acceptable according to Global NCAP’s latest
requirements.

SBR is standard in all seating positions but only meets the requirements in the front positions. All this explained the
5 star result.
